New Scholarships Widen Access to Oxford

This new Fellowship will have particular value in taking

The Centre has established a Scholarship Programme to 
encourage qualified men and women from the British 
Muslim community to read for postgraduate degrees at 
the University of Oxford.

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Islam and Environment
At the request of its Patron, H.R.H. The Prince of Wales, 
the Centre organised a conference on “Islam and the 
Environment” which was held at Ditchley Park during the 
weekend 17th – 19th October 2008.  It was attended by 
religious leaders, scientists, scholars and environmental 
experts and policy makers from a wide range of countries 
(US, UK, Saudi Arabia, Kuwait, Qatar, Oman, Yemen, 
Iraq, Egypt, India, Bangladesh, Malaysia, Indonesia), and 
representatives from international agencies include the 

United Nations and the World Bank.
The primary purpose of the meeting was to consider ways 

of encouraging awareness of Islamic teaching about man’s 
responsibility for this greater awareness into practical action. 

This objective was explored in three main areas of 
discussion: the cultural context and social consequences of 
environmental change; Islamic teaching and environmental 
ethics; and the impact of economy and technology on 
climate change and the related environmental issues.

The principal conclusion of these discussions was that, 
given the broad agreement that Islamic teaching does 
provide the moral and religious foundations of a rigorous 
environmental ethic, there should be follow-up actions 
to increase awareness of this and to secure practical 
consequences derived from it.  Principal proposals 
included: the establishment of an endowment to support 
research and agreed programmes of action; collaboration 
between the Centre and appropriate institutions among 
those represented at the conference; and initiation of a 
global forum, clearly associate with the name of HRH The 
Prince of Wales, to perpetuate, extend and implement the 
policies agreed at the Ditchley conference.
