Programme

The Young Muslim Leadership Programme was initiated in 2006 in cooperation
with The Prince's Charities. The focus of the programme is on the national role
and contribution of Muslim communities in Britain. It consists of workshops,
seminars, and visits to prominent national institutions. Guest speakers are drawn
from Parliament, academia, non-governmental organizations, the civil service,
and the media. There are opportunities for networking and social interaction
which facilitate contacts and potentially lifelong friendships among participants.
The Young Muslim Leadership Programme is an invaluable forum for young
British Muslims with strong leadership potential to come together and consider

key issues affecting British society.

Applications

The cost of the Programme is £2500 per participant. There are a number of full
and partial bursaries available but participants are encouraged to seek their own

funding. Final selection is on a needs blind basis.
